Hot weather procedures
Please see our extreme weather policy on the parent’s notice board
WE: Do not take children out in the middle of the day when it is hottest – our timetable is adjusted so that we 
play outside earlier and later in each session when it is cooler 

Do not let children stay outside for more than 20 minutes on hot days –we go in for 20 minutes and 

then out again to allow children to cool down

 Provide shaded areas outside so children do not get burned

Put sunscreen on before children go outside (daycare and full time children)- this will last the whole 

session

Make sure children drink plenty of water so they don’t get dehydrated

YOU NEED TO: put sunscreen on your child before they come to nursery (part time children)
bring sunscreen if your child stays all day

make sure your child has a sun hat

dress your child in light clothing- some children have been wearing thick tights and layers of clothes –if 

your child overheats they could have a convulsion
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this can be dangerous when they are playing outside
